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RSS Feed module
RSS is a versatile, time-saving tool.  For Chameleon-i users, an RSS feed can be used to publish latest vacancies online with 
one-click from a vacancy record.  It can be linked to your website, or if you don’t have a website an RSS feed can act as a 
stand-alone feature to display job details and prompt candidates to apply.  RSS feeds can also be syndicated with social 
networking sites including Twitter, LinkedIn and Facebook so you can distribute your job opportunities with one-click.
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What is RSS?

i RSS feeds provide a standard format for 
information so that it can be automatically 
collected and distributed.  The feeds work 
as a bookmark to sites of interest and 
provide users with instant access to relevant 
content as soon as it's published. Users can 
scan headlines in their RSS reader or on an 
RSS page, and where interested click 
through to read the full article. 

1 Select the Admin  tab from the Smart
Navigation on the left of the screen.

2 The screen will default to the Company 
tab.  Select the Order button next to RSS 
Feed and follow the on screen 
instructions.

3 Once the RSS Feed module has been
ordered an Email will be automatically sent 
containing a link to your unique RSS feed.

i SEO for your website
Relevant and frequently refreshed content 
are both key to search engine optimisation 
(SEO) and RSS feeds encourage search 
engine spiders to crawl your website more 
frequently to boost your website's search 
engine rankings and help to increase traffic.

Publish your latest jobs via RSS
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1 Either create a new vacancy or open an 

existing vacancy record and complete the 
record with the information you have 
available.

3 Press the Save button, for the changes to 
take effect.

To populate the RSS Feed

2 Select the Load on to our website  tickbox, 
to publish the vacancy on your RSS Feed.

Tip: When ticked,the Show on home 
page tickbox will prioritise the jobs so they 
display at the top of the RSS feed.

4 Alternatively, it’s possible to publish the job 
from the vacancy results grid.  Select the 
Vacancy  tab from the Smart Navigation .

5 If you press the * button from the A-Z 
quick links, the vacancies will be displayed 
in the results grid.

6 From here select the tickbox in the ‘W’ 
column to publish your latest vacancies.
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7 The vacancy will be displayed in summary 
on your RSS Feed with a link to an auto-
generated web page displaying more 
details. 
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Tip: If the location  field or salary 
calculator are not fully completed the web 
page display will default to not specified  
and negotiable  respectively.



1 Where a vacancy record has not been fully 
completed, Chameleon-i will provide a 
default display on the job details page:

If the location  or salary calculator  are 
not fully completed the web page display 
will default to not specified  and 
negotiable  respectively.

2 Ensure you press the save button if any 
changes to the record have been made.

Job details web page display
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Publish your latest jobs via RSS

1 Select the Admin  tab from the Smart
Navigation and then choose CMS.

2 From the drop-down menu, select the
page labeled RSS_Header .

3 Select the Content 1  tab from the CMS
menu to edit the header.

Edit the job details web page header
It’s possible to customise the web page header 
using the CMS so that it better reflects your 
recruitment company.

4 Once the edits have been made, press
Save to overwrite the existing template.

5 The updates will display on the header of
the Job details web pages.

The information stored in the vacancy record will be displayed in summary on the RSS Feed with a link through to the job 
details web page. The job details web pages are auto-generated by Chameleon-i as part of the RSS module.

The jobs details pages are automatically 
generated and linked to the RSS Feed.  

Tip: Speak to our team about branding the 
web pages to match your existing website.
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Syndicate with social networking sites
Post an automatic update to Twitter every time you create a new vacancy.  Every time the ‘Load on to our website’ tickbox is 
selected in your vacancy record, Twitter will automatically update with a link to the job description web page that is 
automatically provided by Chameleon-i as part of the module. 

1 Visit http://twitterfeed.com and create an 
account, and add your RSS feed URL.

2 Step 2 of your Twitter Feed account set up 
makes it possible to link your RSS feed 
with other social networking sites 
including: Twitter, Laconica, Ping.fm, 
Hellotxt and Facebook.

3 Once the Twitter Feed account set up is 
completed, each time you select the ‘Load 
on to our website ’ tickbox in the vacancy 
record a link to the job description will be 
tweeted.

Twitter Feed will tweet the latest jobs published 
in Chameleon-i via the RSS feed.

1 If you haven’t already created a Company 
profile on LinkedIn, visit 
www.linkedin.com/companies/linkedin and 
select the Add a Company  link to create 
an account.

2 Set up your Company profile ensuring that 
you tick the News Module  tickbox on the 
Basic information  page.

3 Select the Company Blog  link and paste 
in the link to your RSS feed.  This will 
enable automatic updates of your latest 
jobs to be listed on your profile. 

LinkedIn News Feed
The company news feed will display the latest 
jobs published in Chameleon-i via the RSS 
feed. 1
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
